Immediately following the mitzvah of Parah Adumah, the Torah records the death of Miriam,
Moshe’s sister. Rashi states that the Torah places these two things next to each other because just
like korbanot, or sacrifices (like the Parah Adumah) cause people’s sins to be forgiven, the deaths of
Tzadikim, righteous people, also does. But what is the specific connection between Parah Adumah
and the death of Tzadikim, as opposed to korbanot in general? Why here, as opposed to by any
other korban? 

The Knesset Rishonim claims that it is because Tzadikim and the Parah Adumah share something
important in common: The Parah Adumah famously makes people who are impure from a dead
body pure, but it also causes the person who sprinkles its ashes to become impure despite the fact
that they are purifying people. Similarly, truly righteous people go into the world and “impurify”
themselves by helping and guiding others, even at the cost of their own “pure” spiritual
experience. 

As we start this summer, we should try and do the same. When we are dealing with a difficult
bunkmate or a frustrating situation, we can try our best to see the good, even if it is hard for us.
And if we see a friend, or even someone who isn’t our friend yet, who is having a hard time, we
should try and be the good, even if we feel like it might come at the cost of our fun and enjoyment,
just like the great Tzadikim of our past would do.
